Applications for Grammar school education in 2024.  
Online registration for Year 6 (11+ assessment) to attend a non- catholic grammar school in Wirral in 2024 
opened on 1st May 2023. No arrangements will be made to assess children if request forms are received 
after 31st May 2023. 
All children will take the assessment at a test centre on Monday 18th September 2023. They will require 
proof of ID for your child before they can be assessed. The assessment will be provided by GL Assessment 
and will include questions on verbal reasoning, non-verbal reasoning and mathematics.  
 
Information has been sent home to all Y5 parents regarding registering for the assessment.
