Year 3 Curriculum Workshop.

· Homework – set on Monday in for Friday.

· Reading raffle happens each Friday if the child brings in their reading record.

· School trips – Liverpool world museum, Gordale visit, Tatton Park. 
· Visits and performance – Fun Food Chef, Ian Fennelly art, Greek myth performance, Chester Zoo Keeper, hygiene talk.
English

· Reading – free readers will need to read their own books or chose some from school. Children on the reading scheme will be provided with books that are changed every Tuesday and Friday. They can also read other books if they wish to.

· Children are encouraged to read with expression, discuss character’s thoughts, feeling and motives and make predictions.

· Writing (themes – myths and legends, play scripts, non-fiction texts, adventure and mystery, poetry).

· Alan Peat sentences.
· Spelling (prefixes and suffixes, homophones, high frequency words).

· Punctuation (emphasis on speech marks, apostrophes).
· Grammar -writing in paragraphs and using a variety of conjunctions. 

· Handwriting practise will happen weekly.

Mathematics (if you wish for a copy of the calculation policy please let me know, you will also find it on the school website.)

· Place value (hundreds, tens and ones and comparing and ordering numbers)

· Addition and subtraction (mental and column addition and subtraction up to three-digits)

· Multiplication and division (3, 4 and 8x tables and children will use written methods)

· Fractions (tenths, adding and subtracting fractions and finding fractions of amounts)

· Shape (draw and make 2 and 3-D shapes and finding right angles)

· Measurement (telling the time, adding and subtracting money, measuring lengths, mass and volume)

· Statistics (using bar charts, pictograms and tables)

· Word problems involve the majority of the above.

· e-Safety

· Using the ICT suite for text processing

· Programming on iPads; hopscotch, studiocode and logo.
Foundation subjects

· Art – water colouring, Medusa heads, Greek pots, oil pastels, sketching, Matisse, Viking shields.
· Design and technology – Viking longboats, jewellery, food tasting and cooking.

· PE – twice a week (PE kits in all week), swimming during summer term.
· MFL –French.
· R.E. – link with Year 4 throughout the year.
· Music – key stage singing and in-class lessons.
